Our Purpose and Vision

Campus Crusade for Christ's purpose is not to be a student fellowship or church. CCC is a Christian student movement designed to be a spiritual resource to aid in developing college students in their personal lives, and in evangelism and discipleship.

We are a movement that desires to have the depth of character and breadth of influence to reach the entire campus and the world with the Gospel of Christ. Within this vision we are committed to building disciples grounded in Biblical truths, and therefore able to walk increasingly by faith, communicate their faith, and multiply their faith.

Walk By Faith

“We live by faith, not by sight.” 2 Corinthians 5:7

Campus Crusade exists on campus as a movement to help you develop your walk and relationship with God. You will be equipped to become a more fruitful Christian in both your personal life and ministry. Our desire is that you develop the heart, mind, and skills to be a lover and laborer for Christ, not only during your time here on campus, but throughout your life!

Communicate Your Faith

Our mission begins by submitting to God's command to share the Gospel of Christ with all people. For us, this especially means college students, as we believe that only a relationship with God through Jesus Christ provides the hope and purpose in life that students are seeking.

“I consider my life worth nothing to me, if only I may finish the race and complete the task the Lord Jesus has given me – the task of testifying to the gospel of God's grace.” Acts 20:24

Our task is the same as Paul's in Acts 20:24, to “testify to the gospel”. For us, this mainly takes the form of initiative evangelism. We accept God's command to “Go”, by initiating conversations with college students with the intent to share the Gospel. As part of developing into all God wants you to be, you will be trained to effectively share the Gospel in all situations, with friends, family, and total strangers.

Multiply Your Faith

“The things that you have heard me say in the presence of many witnesses, entrust these to faithful men who will be able to teach others also.” 2 Timothy 2:2

In the same commission that God gives us to “Go”, He tells us also to “make disciples”. This is discipleship: to have your faith in God multiplied in the lives of others. This was a groundwork Christ himself models by choosing twelve men to build towards maturity and to found His church upon. Paul further demonstrates this model by teaching his disciples to equip others for ministry. We want you to you to be equipped to develop young men and women into multiplying disciples themselves. The Challenge

· Committing to CCC as your main form of ministry while you are at school

Available: to extend God's kingdom be evangelizing (with a vision to eventually 

      disciple other men/women) and to take the time to learn from others.

· This includes taking part in initiative evangelism, meeting regularly with your discipler, and being actively involved with CCC events

Teachable: express a willingness to grow spiritually and to be challenged as you 


       mature in Christ (2 Cor 3:18).

We are excited to challenge you to discipleship. This is an important decision, and we understand if it is a commitment you are not able to make at this time. That is why we ask you to prayerfully seek out God in this decision, for we know His plan is always best.
